Other reviews have very adequately described why this is an excellent book. I am compelled to

respond to Mr. P Reynolds inadequate theology. We often refer to the Bible as "the Word of God."

(By the way, I see nothing wrong with this, other than the confusion I am attempting to clear up.)

Notice that Jesus did not use that terminology. Rather he used the word "scripture." Bible =

Scripture. The Bible says that Jesus is the Word (Logos). See John 1. Kenyon is not saying that

Jesus is a book.Also, Mr. P Reynolds seems to not understand the complexity of prayer. There are

many types of prayer, not just intersession.Dear Mr. Reynolds. I recommend reading Kenyon's

entire book before writing a review. Then you will understand why it deserves five stars, not one.
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
